Palazzo Wine is an artisanal operation owned by Scott Palazzo, whose style comes from the 
“Right Bank” of St. Emilion and Pomerol in Bordeaux. This wine relies primarily on Merlot for its 

backbone, elegance and rich layers of cherry and black currant fruit. Cabernet Franc adds 
brightness, acidity and floral spices, while Cabernet Sauvignon  lends stucture and a long finish--

culminating in a wine that is both powerful and elegant.
